Beginning Wednesday, August 7th,

students who arrive on campus after the tardy bell, will report
directly to the OCR room located in the front office building.
During the school day, students who are late to class will be
marked tardy by their classroom teacher. Please be aware that
we have a new tardy policy for the 2019-2020 school year.

The 1% and 2nd time a student is tardy it will result in a warning.
The 3rd tardy will result in a parent contact by the teacher.

The 5th-6th tardy will result in a lunch detention. Each time.
The 7th T9th tardy will result in TWO lunch detentions and a call
home by OCR or an administrator. Each time.

The 10th tardy will result in 3 days of lunch detention and a
parent conference with an administrator.

If student has a parking pass, they will lose parking for one week at
5 tardies, 2 weeks at 8 tardies, and one month at 10. On the 11th
they lose parking privilege for the semester.
